Problems we have in education.
The problem we have in our community is an informational isolation. Inefficient post/mail (letters sent to Russia from Tajikistan take a month to deliver), very expensive cost of international/oversea phone calls (from $.50 USD/minutes), periodic editions, books and other literature published in Newly Independent States or abroad are not on sale for at accessible prices. It practically has placed the inhabitants of region in vacuum with regard to information and communication.
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Due to the survey made among school students of upper classes of the school #4 our team figured out that most of frequent problems stated are: 
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 Lack of teachers with qualification for pedagogy
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 Lack of modern manuals and curriculum
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 Old system of education 
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 Poor economy of the country which can’t provide a normal circumstances for education 
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Which category of people do the problems affect to?
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students or youth of 14 - 25 years, an age when everyone needs in active multilateral dialogue and reception of the diversified information. Absence of an opportunity to satisfy these needs frequently results in increase of psychological intensity of the individual and social intensity of a community as a whole.

2. The government has to publish new books in world standards
